3. Provide information as required under grant reporting guidelines in a timely manner to meet grant reporting deadlines.  

4. Maintain all required grant documentation and files.  

5. Work with employers and training providers to ensure timely delivery of training services to regional employers.

will:

1. Enroll students to attend seminars and in-services that IECC/LLC schedules.  Provide name, social security number, and job title of each attendee.  
2. Pay enrolled student’s normal wages and benefits per company policy when they attend the training.

4. Ensure each student attends all of his or her scheduled training in order to meet the requirements of completion for all coursework leading to certificate of completion.   
5. Comply with any additional reporting requirements.  
IV. TERMS OF UNDERSTANDING 

The term of this MOU is for the period January 1, 2010 through February 28, 2011. The agreement shall be reviewed quarterly during 2010 to ensure that it is fulfilling its purpose and to make any necessary revisions.

Either organization may terminate this MOU upon thirty (30) days written notice without ramifications.

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Addendum II

This addendum revises section III. Responsibilities (last paragraph) add at the end.

6.
The employer who is signing this MOU will provide time off work, flexible scheduling, and employment opportunities for incumbent employees of that health care related organization which is pursuing coursework at an accredited educational institution toward an advanced clinical degree or clinical certificate program.  This would be applicable to the workers seeking financial reimbursement for tuition, fees, instructional supplies, and materials. The above mentioned considerations will serve as a form of employer leverage for purposes of the Grant.

Language in this section related to the employer paying normal wages and benefits for employees attending training is for workshop based training only and does not apply to the financial reimbursement listed above.
